PRIMARY CHECK POINT EXAMINATION: 

In addition to studying all the subjects in the ICSE syllabus the students of Std VI will continue to take one paper of CIE Primary Checkpoint, in English/Maths/Science. If you want your child to take more than 1 paper, it can be arranged at an extra cost. Since CIE  focuses on developing core skills of numeracy, literacy and understanding of scientific observation, we feel that students will benefit by taking this Exam. 

 

IMPORTANCE OF ENGLISH:

                       

We request Parents to help children strengthen their skills in English as it is of utmost importance in CIE and ICSE. Children may be encouraged to read many stories in English & also watch good programmes in English in the TV/ You Tube. Those who can, may later discuss the story & the programme in English with the child. Writing the matter discussed, will help further. Such exercises, if done regularly and systematically, will definitely improve the standard of English. The School has given a list of Books to be read & programmes to be watched in the Digital Diary. Please do refer to these lists.

 

SECOND LANGUAGE :

As per the orders of the Tamilnadu government, till Std VI all the students will study Tamil as the Second Language.  Students of Std V & Std VI will study Hindi as the Third Language.  Students of Std VII & Std VIII will study Tamil & Hindi, either as the Second or the Third Language, respectively.

       

MENTAL ABILITY:

 

The School will continue with the Mental Ability Classes for Std V to Std VIII.  This should help students to take various entrance examinations, later on.

 

MINDSPARK: 

 

All the students of Std IV to Std VI will do the Mindspark programme in English and all the students of Std VII and Std VIII will do the Mindspark programme in Maths, from Educational Initiatives .This is a self help scheme done with the aid of computers to help students improve in the concerned subject. The School will continue to allot two periods of Mindspark during school hours. On the other five days, students have to do this work at home. It is imperative that Parents have computers & broadband internet facility at home for students to benefit from these programmes.

TRAINING FOR NEET / IIT-JEE :

All the students of Std XI & Std XII who opt for it will have the training programme for NEET/ IIT – JEE. The Training is done by Lakshaya Academy (7 Arrows) a reputed organization.  Since it is done in the School, students will save a lot of time.  There will also be parity in the portions taught in ISC & NEET/IIT-JEE.  This will in turn help them in doing homework and taking tests.
NTSE:

The National Talent Search Examinations are conducted by NCERT for the students of Std X and those who do extremely well are eligible for State Level & National Level Scholarships.  Students are tested in Mental Aptitude & Scholastic Aptitude consisting of English, Maths, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, History, Civics & Geography.  Since the questions are of a high standard, students who are trained to take these exams will also fare well in the Public Exams.  The Government permits only those students of Std X who score above 60% in the Std IX Annual Examinations, to take the NTSE.  The School is ready to encourage those who are interested.   

EXTRAMARKS: 

The School will continue to take the help of “Extramarks”. This is a readymade software which complements classroom teaching. All the classrooms have been given LED TVs & Computers for the implementation of these programmes. 

                                                                                             

VALUE EDUCATION:

 

All the students of Std III to Std VIII have Value Education classes once a week. Teachers discuss the importance of values in life & the challenges encountered in implementing these values in day- to-day interactions. Parents may help by ensuring that, the values are followed at home and by giving feedback promptly whenever feedback is requested.

SOFT SKILLS: 

As Education is for a life time, Emotional Quotient of a person is as important, if not more, than Intelligence Quotient. All the classes from Std I to Std XII will continue to have special sessions on Soft Skills like Anger Management, Handling Stress, Time Management, Relationship with Parents, Peer Pressure etc etc, twice a year, to prepare them to contribute their best to the Society. These sessions also help children clarify their doubts on inter-personal relationships and emerge as confident individuals. Students enjoy these special sessions and so the values are imbibed easily. 

CAREER GUIDANCE :

The Career Guidance sessions channelize the young minds and widen the horizons for students.  A career can never be limited to engineering, medical, non-medical, humanities or commerce.  Life is much more than all these.  These sessions are done by Mr. Shyam, who is a highly qualified career guidance counselor. Students of Std X to Std XII will have these sessions.
PROJECTS & FIELD TRIPS:

Projects to be done for the entire year and all the Field trips planned for the entire-year will be mentioned in the Digital Diary.  You are welcome to give your feedback on these.       
TALENT TIME:

The School will continue with the weekly Intra-School Competitions, “Talent Time” for all the classes from LKG to  Std XII.  Parents may refer to the schedule in the Digital Diary, the next academic year.

 

TESTS, ASSESSMENTS & EXAMINATIONS:           

 

Std I to Std VIII will continue to have Comprehensive & Continuous Assessments. 
Std IX to Std XII will write tests every Monday, Wednesday & Friday with a break after two or three cycles.  They will take the Quarterly Examination and from November onwards Std X & Std XII will be taking a number of Revision Examinations.  Std IX & Std XI will have the Annual Examinations at the end of the academic year.

MENTORING & COUNSELLING:

Mentoring is done on a one- to- one basis by teachers for some students.  This system helps the child to feel that they have a confidant who can help them face their problems with confidence & also solve them in due course of time. In Std.IX to Std.XII all the students are mentored in smaller groups as the stress levels are high in these classes.

Our Vice Principal & Counsellor, Ms Padma Chandrashekar counsels students who need counselling in addition to the regular mentoring. She has also been meeting all the parents class wise for sessions on “Joyful parenting”.

               

CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES & CLUBS : 

 

The CC activities offered are Vocal Music, Violin, Flute, Guitar, Dance, Mirudangam, 
Art & Craft . The Clubs offered are in English, Maths, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Computers, GK, Chess, Scrabble and Reading.   Every child of Std V to Std VIII will do activities based on CC as well as academics.  The students of Std III & Std IV will have only co-curricular activities.  The school will allot activities for the students.

KARATE & YOGA:  

 

These are compulsory activities which will be held once a week for all the students of Std V to Std VIII. 

AEROBICS:

 

All the students of the junior section and all the girls of Std V to Std VIII will have Aerobics once a week.

GAMES:

 

Cricket, Football, Basketball, Volleyball, Shuttle, Kho-kho and Table Tennis will be available.   Games will be organized two or three days a week.     
 

Training in Table Tennis, Shuttle Badminton and Football are organized after school hours for those who are interested.
TRANSPORT:

 

The School will organize transport on routes decided by the School and to the extent of availability of seats, through a private agency working only for our School, as has been done for the past four years.  Before the end of April, 2019, the details will be sent to those who need transport.

 
TUCK SHOP:

The Tuck Shop in the School will sell Stationery Items, outline Maps and a few healthy short-eats like branded biscuits, chilled Flavored Milk, Fruit Juice, Hot soup, Hot chocolate & Tata Gluco +, all of which have less than 30% sugar.

 

CCTV:

Keeping in mind the safety of children, CCTVs have been fixed in all the classrooms and in strategic points throughout the campus.

MEETING HEADS & TEACHERS:

In the academic year, 2019-2020, parents are welcome to meet the HM/Vice Principal/Principal, on any working day between 5.00 p.m. & 6.00 p.m. with prior appointment. Every first and third Saturdays, in rotation, parents of all the classes will have to meet the teachers between 1.30 p.m. & 3.30 p.m. In the fourth week of every month, the school will send a mail to the parents who have to meet the teachers on the first/ third Saturday of that month, so that no parent is missed out.

Apart from the above, if any parent wants to meet teachers, they can do so on any day with prior appointment. 

We are told that children tell their parents that they cannot meet any teacher/HM or the Vice Principal or Principal in Jeevana. Whenever we are told this, we cannot help laughing because this only means that the child does not want the parent to meet the teachers.
